Clerks report – Radarlux UK has ceased trading and a re quote from Germany is awaited for the VAS. SCC Highways have confirmed that they have requested the work and we await the contractors confirmation and timescales for the posts.

There has been no reply to date from Highways regarding the quote for replacement street lights and the movement of lamp columns.

The defibrillator cabinet has been ordered. Felsham Charity has kindly granted £400 towards the costs which together with the £260 already raised will cover purchase and installation. The Defibrillator will be located at the village hall and a training session is arranged for March.

It was agreed that permission be granted to the Bike Club to use Upper Green for their refreshment station again.

Planning – It was resolved to submit the following response to MSDC for application no. 0122/16 Creation of new vehicular access, 3 Cockfield Road – “Felsham Parish Council have NO OBJECTION to this application based on the information available however would like to express concern that the existing pathway that will have to cross the proposed drive will be at an acute angle due to the slope that would be needed for the drive and ask that pedestrian access is carefully assessed for safety. Council would also like to suggest that the minimum amount of hedgerow is removed if the proposal is granted. There were no applications to consider.”
